Thiskit consgts of resin castings and must be assembled with an ACC cement (not provided) —
both the thicker types aswell asthe thin. Solvent cementswill NOT bond the parts together! Resin
parts are more fragile than common styrene plastic used in injection molded modds. Use reasonable
care in handling and do not apply any solvents. The illugtrations at the front show the generd layout
of partsfor the car. Work very carefully when positioning the parts for gluing. ACC cements adhere
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Gluing with ACC Cements— USE WITH CARE

ACC cements alow the modder to work very quickly. A generd ruleisto use the thin cements to glue long
joints taking advantage of capillary action that makes the cement run the length of the seam. The thicker
cement is suited to gpplying large area parts to each other. An accelerator can be applied sparingly. One
technique is to apply the glue to one part and the accelerator to the other part to be joined. | dso use a Q-tip
to apply a minute amount of accelerator to the glue after the parts have been joined. The accelerator triggers
the ACC cement to set very quickly. It isonly dightly dower with the thicker cement.

Preparation

Wash dl partsin amild detergent rubbing with a soft gponge or rag in order to remove the molding residues.

DECALING

The decals must be cut out with a sharp knife or Sssors. Wet the deca and dide the backing onto the
model. DO NOT SOAK IN WATER AND ALLOW THE DECAL TO FREE ITSELF FROM THE
BACKING. The decd film is very thin and dmost impossible to handle without the backing. Use a deca
Setting solution such as Champ's Decal set to set the decal. After the decals are dry, overcoat with
Testor's Dullcote.
